If the market is efficient, share prices should vary in a rational way, hewever despite the evidence reffered to above,
various types of anomaly appear to support the views that irrationality often drives the stock market
a) Theremay be ashort run over reaction to recent events
b) Individual shares or shares in small companies may be neglected.
* Bulls, Bears and Stags
Notwithstanding the wide applicability of the EMH, many investors trade because they have firm opinions about
the future movements of individual share prices or of share prices in general,
a)  Bulls believe that prices will rise. Their strategy 1s to buy in anticipation of a capital gain,
b)  Bears believe that prices will fall. Their strategy is tosell in order to avoid a capital loss,
It bulls or bears deal in large enough volumes, their beliefs can be self fulfilling through the simple operation of the
market forces of supply and demand.
Investors mounting a take over bid will build up their stock holding inas in such secrecy as possible in order to aveid
a repid price rise. In an unstable market, bears can profit by selling a stock in order to drive its price down and
repurchasing it later at the lower price. A further consideration is that an unsuccessful offer will damage the
reputation of the company and its advisors, Thus, it is normal for the price of newly floated shares to rise
significantly when trading begins. Stages take advantage of this by subseribing 10 the offer for as many shares as
they canand selling them as soon as the market stabilise at a higher price.

*hidden variables”, it would require faster-than-light communication between the two,

which Einstein's theory of relativity forbids, as acgording to that nothing can move faster

than light.
This whole concept of particles connected even after separation is known as Quantum

entanglement, which was proven in 2022 by the three scientists, that given them the
Nobel prize. In 2022, these applications of Quantum mechanics are not science fiction.
We have the first Quantum Computers. The micius satellite uses entanglement to enable
secure communications across the world, And guantum sensors are being used in

applications from. medical imaging to detecting submarines.
This also proves one thing that in the Universe, there can be things, that can travel at a

speed, higher than the speed of light, which challenges the fundamentals of one of most
famous formula in physics i.e. e=mc2.
